REVUE DES VINS DE FRANCE Avril 2013 15-16/20

Il revient dans la course et signe une belle réussite pour le millésime. Le vin possede sa délicatesse et
sa finesse de grain habituelles, mais il affiche aussi une jolie profondeur et un milieu de bouche bien
plein. Il continue indiscutablement a s’affiner au fil des millésimes.

GAULT & MILLAU Mai 2013 16/20

Minéralité, fraicheur et croquant définissent ce Moulis €élancé et aérien. Il s’étire sur une fraicheur
parsemée de framboises principalement.

BETTANE ET DESSEAUVE Avril 2013 16/20

Rond, mir, onctueux, crémeux, demi-creux de milieu de bouche, finale nette.

PARKER  Avril 2013 88/90

Another sleeper of the vintage, the dense ruby/purple-hued 2012 reveals sweet cranberry and black
currant fruit intermixed with hints of spring flowers, earth and subtle wood. Supple, fruity, medium-
bodied and well-made, this beauty can be drunk over the next decade.

Poujeaux has been on a hot streak following the change ownership (the Cuvelier family now owns
this property).

JANCIS ROBINSON Avril 2013 15.5

Dark purple. Some rather strange oak on the nose. But lots of ripe Merlot fruit and no shortage of
winemaking effort. Very flattering. But the refreshment factor comes from something a little green
rather than fresh fruit.

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JEAN-MARC QUARIN Avril 2013 15/87

Couleur sombre de bonne intensité. Nez fuité. Bouche grasse, fruitée, plutdt aromatique pour le
millésime s’achevant sur une bonne corpulence et une longueur normale et savoureuse.

JEFF LEVE Avril 2013 89/91

A nice success for the vintage, the wine offers earth, smoke, coffee, cassis and licorice. This blend
has roundness, ending with a fresh cassis-filled finish.

KELLY WALKER Avril 2013 87/88

Bright red fruit. Rough tannin and bitter on finish.

WINE SPECTATOR 2013 88-91

Fleshy and compact, offering dark plum and black currant paste flavors lined with briar, ganache and
roasted tobacco leaf. Shows solid grip and depth.

JAMES SUCKLING Avril 2013 90

A balanced and nicely structured wine with fine tannins and a pretty finish. Nicely done for the
vintage.

NEAL MARTIN Avril 2013 90-92

The 2012 Poujeaux has a very subtle note with dark cherries, plum and even a touch of marmalade.
It is well defined and the oak is well judged in its supporting rather than starring role. The palate is
medium-bodied with gently gripping tannins. I like the acidity here, lending a keen edge to the
finish. It fells long and confident on the month. This is a successful, delicious Moulis from the
Cuvelier Family.

JANCIS ROBINSON Octobre 2014 16

Intense aroma of black plums and spice and just a touch of leafiness. Compact tannins waiting to
unfurl and release the fruit on the palate. Cool and dry on the finish. Quite a grip at the end.

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JAMES SUCKLING 23 Février 2015 90

A polished and complex red with spice, berry and chocolate character. Full body, velvety tannins and
a long and intensed finish. Better en 2017.

Robert PARKER 30 Avril 2015 89

Now under the administration of new owner Philippe Cuvelier (owner of Clos Fourtet), Poujeaux has
dramatically improved the quality. The 2012, a blend of 48% Cabernet Sauvignon and 43% Merlot,
6% Petit Verdot and 3% Cabernet Franc, is a very good Moulis. With a dense ruby/purple color nice
cassis fruit, medium-bodied texture, soft tannins and a fleshy, nicely textured mouthfeel, it should
drink well for 10-12 years.

Christer BYKLUM

Avril 2013 87-89
Ruby. Scented, fruity, dark berries, layered nose. Fresh acidity, ripe tannins, elegant and lively, quite
refreshing, somewhat sterner finish.

Juin 2013 89

Deep ruby. Scented, fruity and layered nose. Fresh acidity, ripe tannins, fruity and lively, good
length

GAULT & MILLAU Septembre 2015

Nez fin et mlr entre fruits et végétal (poivron rouge). La bouche est tendu mais droite, vraie et
équilibrée. Les tanins bien élevés et intégrés. Tres bien.

GAULT & MILLAU Octobre 2015 v 15.5/20

Beau nez ¢légant, avec des notes de fruits noirs, d’épices et une certaine profondeur apportée par une
fragrance graphite. Jolie densité, de la générosité en bouche pour le millésime avec des tanins serrés
mais qui conferent un potentiel de vieillissement. Beau travail pour le millésime.

ANTONIO GALLONI Juillet 2015 89

2012 Poujeaux offers up scents of crushed flowers, sweet tobacco, mint, spice and licorice, all in a
plump, juicy style. I would prefer to drink the 2012 sooner rather than later, while the fruit retains its
freshness. This is a lovely showing from Poujeaux and the Cuvelier family, who also own Clos
Fourtet, Grandes Murailles and Cote du Baleau.
