The deep ruby colour promises great density.

The nose is intense and pure, with notes of blackberry,

plums and Morello cherries, subtly toasted.

The palate is powerful but then extremely soft, with 

captivating depth. The mouth is complex, filled with ripe 
and sweet black fruit, lifted with the delicate spiciness 

of Brazilian pepper. The precision of the tannins and 

the graphite hints complete the vibrant personality of 

this Clinet 2016.

FEATURES OF THE VINTAGE 
The vines adapted surprisingly well to exceptional 

climatology. After one of the rainiest winters ever, 

excellent conditions during flowering and fruit set,
followed by hydric stress, brought clear advantages.  

When came the harvest, the grapes were smaller

than usual, however abundant and the sanitary quality 

was irreproachable. The marc/juice ratio turned out to

be ideal, giving spontaneously lots of colour and gorgeous 

tannin. Right from the start the juices were promising,

 showing great balance and charm.

2016 will remain engraved in our memories as being

a year of strong emotions.
