Pour l’instant elle ne brille que pour elle et quelques 
amateurs avertis, mais son éclat délicat et discret risque bien dans l’ave-

The estate was acquired by George Thienpont in 1946, who then re-
planted the vines towards the end of the 1970s. His son Nicolas took 
over winemaking duties from 1983.
Château Puygueraud has become the ‘flagship’ estate of Côtes de 
Francs and a benchmark for this appellation’s revival.
For several years, vineyard replanting has helped to improve the 
wine’s precision thanks to rootstock tailored to the soil and high-qua-
lity clone or massal selection.
