TASTING 

Bright dark red color. 

 Intense bouquet of ripe wild red and black 

fruits and spicy tannins. Cherry and blackberry 

are well present, indicating the dominance of 

Merlot.  

Full-bodied and corpulent palate. pulpy and 
silky, protected by very fine tannins and good 
acidity from the Cabernets.  
Nice freshness.  
Very pleasant to taste now with good aeration. 
The tannins will refine and become rounder 
after some time in the cellar. Drink from 2024 to 
2030, at 17°C.  
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
